
Annual General Meeting 2026
The Institute is pleased to confirm that the eighty-fourth annual general meeting of the Institute of Biomedical Science (Institute) will be held at 12 Coldbath Square, London, EC1R 5HL and virtually on Saturday 13th June 2026 at 11.30am to:
1 receive the annual members’ report of the Institute for 2025 and accounts for the year ended 31st December 2025, together with the report of the auditors
2 appoint the auditors for the ensuing year
3 announce the appointments of national and regional members of Council 
4
consider and, if thought fit, to pass the resolution proposed by the Council that the Articles of Association of the Institute be amended as follows:
(a) by deleting paragraph (E) in clause 3 of the Memorandum of Association and re-lettering the subsequent paragraphs accordingly;

(b) by amending the heading before Article 3 to read “Grades of Members”;

(c) by deleting the existing Article 6 and replacing it with the following: 

“The Council may make such regulations as it may from time to time think fit for the registration of Associates, amendment to existing grades and creation of new grades of membership.”;
(d) by amending the heading before Article 8 to read “Qualifications”;

(e) by amending the first sentence of Article 11 to read: “The Institute may issue advanced and specialist qualifications” and amending the side note to “Advanced and Specialist Qualifications”;

(f) by inserting, after the words “Honorary Members” in Article 21, the words “, employees of the Institute who are eligible for membership”;

(g) by inserting “Vice-Presidents may not stand for election to Council, without first resigning as a Vice-President.” at the end of Article 24;

(h) by replacing “Member” with “member” wherever it appears in Article 28;

(i) by amending the first sentence of Article 51 to read: “The Council may appoint examiners, editors and lecturers as they think fit and may fix the term for which any such examiners, editors and lecturers are to hold office, and prescribe their duties, and fix their remuneration.” and amending the side note to “Examiners, editors and lecturers”;

(j) by amending the second sentence of Article 52 to read:

“The President shall hold office for a period of two years and shall not be eligible for re-election to Council until four years have elapsed since the completion of that term of office as President.”;

(k) by deleting the existing Article 57 and replacing it with the following:

"No person shall remain a member of the Council if they:

(i)
become bankrupt; or

(ii)
become prohibited from being a member of the Council by reason of any order made under the Act or any provision of the Charities Act 2011; or

(iii)
are, in the reasonable opinion of a majority of the members of the Council, incapable of fulfilling their responsibilities as charity trustees and may remain so for more than three months and are removed by a resolution of a majority of the other members of the Council; or

(iv)
resign their office by notice in writing to the Institute (but only if at least six Council members will remain in office); or

(v)
are absent without notice from 50% or more of the meetings they were due to attend during any year, whether those are meetings of the Council or of any committees of which they are a member, and are removed by a resolution of  a majority of the other members of the Council; or

(vi)
cease for any cause to be a corporate member of the Institute; or

(vii)
are removed in accordance with the provisions of section 168 of the Act;

(viii) 
are removed by a resolution passed by a majority of the other members of the Council for breaching their duties as a charity trustee, or for breaching any code of conduct applicable to them, or if a majority of the other members of the Council reasonably believe that their removal from the Council is in the best interests of the Institute; or

(ix) 
die."; and 

(l) by deleting Articles 88 and 89.
